Tips

I have always encouraged anyone to create, design and paint, whether it be as an outlet or simply for the enjoyment. As I had humble beginnings, painting with recycled curtains etc from the tip and left over paint I have always said that you can paint on anything. Which you can, but the application is important especially if considering exhibitions, sales or shows.

No one can tell you what to paint and what painting style you should use. This belongs to you. Use your referance appropriately, with repect, which you will if it is meaningful to you, and there is no-one in this world that can tell you ,you are wrong. 

As you experiment ( if you are just starting out..) and progress, your skill improves and each mistake is valued. My biggest so called mistakes are valued and are features of my work that I use often. We learn through trial, practice and error.
To create Quality Work.

-Keep the artwork as clean as possible. No hairs or smudgemarks 

-Always insure that the material you are using, whether it’s a rock, sack or  canvas, has a clean surface or the appropriate foundation. This insures the life span of your creation.
Gesso is a good sealer to use with many different materials like curtains and wood. It makes the paint adhere and gives you a good surface to paint on.

Don’t forget, ALWAYS sign and date your work. Its important. They may be worth a million bucks one day! Its good to reflect back as you progress as well.

Our children are our future and their future is dependant on their ability to participate positively and actively in all aspects of life. Our role determines their ability to do so successfully. 

Finding the balance in today’s world will enable us to cross the gaps that will insure a strong future for Maori.

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Emere loves that their children are being raised in Waimamaku on their Papakainga in a home that they built mostly from recycled materials and looks forward to a life time of learning and sharing the knowledge and skills of their tupuna in  a way which may inspire others to value the simplicity and beauty in Maori Culture.

Will is a carver. His works range from large sculptural works, (which include the building of his own house) to intimate body adornment 
 He carves in stone, wood, bone, but also works in paint, glass, pottery and loves to draw.

He believes in the renaissance of Maori Art and realises the privilege of his journey that has allowed him to return home to work with his own Whanau, Hapu, Iwi stories, style, patterns, forms.

They are working toward a level of self-reliance known by his grandfather’s generation. They believe this independence and closeness to nature defined time and allowed the quality and depth of artistic expression evident in early Maori art forms.
They are represented in a number of galleries throughout New Zealand including Queenstown, Wellington, Auckland, Whangarei, Keri Keri and Hokianga.

He also makes commissions through the forming of individual relationships with clients.
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They are currently involved in organising a Matariki event here in Hokianga to be held at the Copthorne Hotel Omapere 8th of July It includes an art exhibition which opens to public at 4pm followed by dinner, fashion show. They also belong to a group of Maori artists that include other weavers, painters and carvers.

I have been full on lately painting up a storm for the Tuatara exhibition at the end of June and I am feeling pretty good about the space I am in at the moment, specifically who I am and what role I play in the world!

I have been attending workshops in Whangarei at The Quarry and Te Kowhai Print trust and recently was sponsored by Arts Promotion Trust to attend a workshop on painting with Lawrence Berry.
 I am surrounded and supported by many wonderful people here, where I live, all my whanau, all my friends but no-one to give me critical advice that I need to grow as a visual artist. It can be isolated for me at times. I will stand always for the content of my work but as I know few painters and rarely leave home to view exhibiting art I am unsure of my progress and growth. 

I remember being excited when my work was exhibited in the same space as Ralph Hotere and Shane Cotton a couple of years ago and told all my manuhiri as soon as they entered my home. They were all very happy for me and politely asked me who these people were!

This wananga helped me immensely and I was considerably relieved to discover that I am not alone with these deep and strong feelings for the world around us, whatever the background or culture.

These 2 workshops were also attended by a group of amazingly talented artists and all from many different backgrounds and styles, and all offering, sharing and receiving very in depth and considerable analysis of their work. I was deeply honoured to participate. 

This work has really made me really examine the inspiration and content of my work. What drives me to feel so strongly about an issue, that it really fills my head and tumbles around from all angles until I have painted or written about it? It can be quite exhausting at times thinking continuously about something no one is remotely interested in, until I can isolate a specific angle in which to communicate my thought or feeling in a painting. If I can share the feeling in some way, I am happy.
